Introduction To Taipei 101

The most significant feature of Taipei 101 is its knobbiness.

Every 8 stories is called a knobble
Taipei 101 was opened to the public on December 31, 2004. 
→  Taipei 101 is located on Taiwan’s capital -- “Taipei”.
Taipei is city for Technology, Art and Innovation. Taipei 101 represents the concept of the city’s striving for beyond perfection. 

The building is divided into 3 parts:

The tower floor

The skirt tower

The basement office tower
→  I’d like to focus on the introduction of the skirt tower.
The skirt tower consists of 6 floors.

Towers that belong to the main shopping mall surround it.

The interior design is gorgeous.
The concept of design:
It’s base on Chinese lucky number “8” 

So the building is an eight-story structure.
→  8 in Chinese pronounce “ba” which close to “Fa” 
“Fa” in Chinese means “Prosperity”.
Continually & Tenacity:

Every 8 stories are forming into an independent space.

It can oppose air current.

The bamboo-liking building symbolizes rise and rise—a meaning of the Chinese tradition building.
Shining
From Sunday to Saturday, every night the building shining by the brilliant light, different lights produce alternately.

Taipei 101’s floor allocation:

Shopping mall located on 1 to 4 stories

Fitness center located on 5 and 6 stories

Offices located on 7 to 84 stories

Restaurants located on 85 to 88 stories

Observation decks located on 89, 91, and 101 stories

Communication facilities located on 92 to 100 stories

→  On December 15, 2004, Toshiba installed the world's two fastest elevators. With top speeds of 1010 m/min, observation deck visitors can whiz from Level B1 to 89 in 39 seconds. 
A 900-ton tuned mass damper is installed on the 87th floor to counter earthquakes and typhoons. It will be available for public viewing from the restaurant levels and observation deck.
