Summer Reading Requirements 

 6th, 7th, and 8th Grade

All 6th, 7th, and 8th graders entering the 2008-2009 school year at Trinity School, are expected to complete summer reading requirements for the upcoming school year.  With the success of the AR program in the junior high throughout the 2007-2008 school year, the summer reading program will continue to enhance readers and reinforce valuable Language Arts skills such as: language and reading comprehension, drawing conclusions, depicting literary devices throughout the story, and vocabulary reinforcement.

Although students at this age should average approximately six books during the summer months, two per month, they are only required to read two books from the summer reading list.  The list contains fiction novels that are grade and age appropriate for students at Trinity.  The list was compiled with in correlation of; Newberry Award winners; other various young adult literary award winners; and the Bureau of Education & Research seminar “What’s New in Young Adult Literature.”

There are three requirements for the summer reading program.  

1. Choose at least 2 books from the attached list.

2. Fill out the parental Book Acknowledgment form with parent signature.

3. Fill out the attached Book Review worksheet and turn in the first Friday back at school. (one for each book)

a. This book review should be written without grammatical errors.
b. Capitalize book titles, authors, characters, other proper nouns.
c. Underline the book title.
d. Write in complete sentences, use correct spelling, and use dictionary definitions for vocabulary words.
*This is your first English grade for the new school year. *

4. There will be two writing assignments on the books two weeks after the start of school.  The assignments for these books do count as Language Arts grades.

Students make take Accelerated Reader tests on these two books to begin the school year.  It is also an easy way to start with a high grade in Literature by completing the previously mentioned assignments.
